It is best to switch the unit on before charging so that the display
shows the battery charging status. While charging, the battery
charge indicator line on the display will flash; when the three
battery charge indicator lines stop flashing and become solid, this
indicates that the battery is fully charged.

Charging status:

e 3 battery charge lines illuminated = approx. 100% charge

e 2 battery charge lines illuminated = approx. 66.7% charge

e 1 battery charge line is illuminated = approx. 33.3% charge
(indicates that charging is required)

TWS connection

TWS (true wireless stereo) Bluetooth connection is only used
between two identical speakers. Power on both speakers and
select Bluetooth mode.

e Select one speaker and press the "TWS" button (7 on the
top panel, 2 on RC) to set the Master speaker. The second
speaker will automatically be configured as a Slave device.
Now turn to Bluetooth/AUX/USB/FM for music playback and
enjoy TWS mode.

e Turn on your Bluetooth device and make sure it is in search
mode.

e Select the model name ("vipe NITRO X5 PRO") from the list of
devices found and connect to it.

e The main speaker will act as the left channel during TWS
wireless connection and will receive the Bluetooth signal, the
second speaker will act as the right channel for music playback.

NOTE: it may take a few seconds to establish the connection
for the first time.

NOTE: Audio systems automatically reconnect with each
other. As soon as the connection is established, sound will
start to be fed to both systems simultaneously.

Backlight adjustment

Press the “LIGHT” button on the control panel (9) or on the remote
control (13) to turn the audio system's backlight on or off. Short
press the “LIGHT” button to change the panel color. Seven colors
are available. Long press on the “LIGHT” button to select one of the
three LED-modes (full circle, half circle, sound response).



Microphone playback

¢ Insert one microphone into the microphone socket on
the rear panel (8) and adjust the microphone volume to a
low level using the rotary knob on the top panel (4) or the
“VOLUME DOWN?” button (11) on the remote control.

e Adjust the microphone volume to the desired level using the
volume knob on the top panel (4) or "VOLUME UP" (8) on
the remote control. Enjoy the karaoke singing!

AUX (LINE-IN)

e You can connect an external sound source (PC, mobile
phone, DVD player, MP3 player, etc.) to the audio system's
"AUX in" (5) input to listen to it through the system's dynamic
speakers. To do this, connect the 3.5 mm audio cable
between the AUX in connector (5) and the audio output of
the device to be connected.

e Adjust the volume of the external source (do not set the
volume too high to avoid sound distortion). Use the external
audio source control buttons to control playback.

Connection a chain of devices
You can link several audio systems together in one chain,
especially if you want to have a disco with powerful sound and
bright lights. To do this, connect the audio systems sequentially
using a JACK 3.5mm to 3.5mm cable (not included): AUDIO OUT
(4) connectors of one audio system to AUX IN (5) of the other and
so on. The audio system chain only works in LINE-IN mode.



Troubleshooting

Malfunction

No sound when power is on

Possible cause

- No input sound source

- Volume knob in the lowest position
- Voice is switched off

- USB/SD not inserted

Remedy

- There is a signal on the input line
- Adjust the volume

- Turn on voice switch

- Insert a USB/SD card

Sound distortion

- Sound volume is too loud
- Audio file error

- Turn down sound
- Check and modify the audio file

The microphone has no sound

- Microphone socket not fully inserted
- The switch on the microphone is off
- Microphone volume in lowest

- Completely plug microphone socket
- Switch the microphone on
- Adjust the microphone volume

No sound when playing USB/SD
media

- Track format error
- Invalid operation causes malfunction
- USB/SD card not inserted correctly

- Track format shall be MP3/WMA
- Switch the power off and then on
- Insert the USB/SD card properly

Problems with FM radio

- The radio channels cannot be found
- FM radio has no sound

- Not enough FM channels

- Fuzzy radio sound

- FM antenna not extended

- Switch to the next channel and try again

- Try installing the antenna at a different angle
- Try auto-scan mode




Malfunction

Large interference in the microphone

Possible cause

- The microphone is positioned too
close to the speaker

- Microphone on but not working

- The microphone volume is too loud

- Equipment that is too close together
causing interference at the microphone

Remedy

- Do not lean the microphone head against the speaker

- Switch off the microphone when not in use.

- Turn down the microphone volume

- Do not install the speaker close to sources of interference

Bluetooth wireless connection failure

- Wireless Bluetooth connection
interrupted

- Wireless Bluetooth connection
connected but there is no sound

- The effective distance of the Bluetooth
connection is too short

- Find the name of the desired device or use a long press on
the "MENU" button to reset to factory default settings

- Make sure you have connected to the correct device name
- Try to move away from fences such as walls, windows, etc
