Transportation

¢ Do not subject the device to extreme temperatures. An abrupt change in temperature
(for example, bringing the device from a frost into a warm room) can cause
condensation inside the device and impair its performance.

* When transporting, the angle of inclination of the freezer heater cannot exceed
45 degrees vertically

e Do not turn, lay down or shake the freezer. Hold the door while moving.

e Before operating the freezer, remove all packing materials. Remove the protective
film from the lid and body of the freezer.

Positioning

e The floor at the installation site must be firm and level. ,

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First Use

Cleaning the interior

Before using the appliance for the first time, wash the interior and all internal
accessories with lukewarm water and some neutral soap so as to remove the typical
smell of a brand new product, then dry thoroughly.

& IMPORTANT! Do not use detergents or abrasive powders, as these will
damage the finish.

e The freezer compartment is suitable for freezing fresh food and storing frozen and
deep-frozen food for a long time.

e Place the fresh food to be frozen in the bottom compartment.

* The maximum amount of food that can be frozen in 24 hours is specified on the rating
plate.

* The freezing process lasts 24 hours: during this period do not add other food to be
frozen.

Storing frozen food
e When first starting-up or after a period out of use.

e Before putting the product in the compartment let the appliance run at least 2 hours
on the higher settings.

& IMPORTANT! In the event of accidental defrosting, for example the power
has been off for longer than the value shown in the technical characteristics chart
under «rising time», the defrosted food must be consumed quickly or cooked
immediately and then re-frozen (after cooked).

Temperature Setting

e The thermostat control situated in the control panel regulates the temperature of the
freezer compartment (for the model KF-HS175W).

e Position “Cold” — Cold. Mid
e Position “Mid” — Colder normally, setting at this
position.

e Position “Colder” — Coldest.

* How much food is stored Cold Colder
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¢ Position of the appliance

In determining the correct temperature control setting, all these factors have to be
considered and some experimentation may be necessary. Do not allow children to
tamper with the controls or play with the product.

IMPORTANT! Normally we advise you select setting of “Mid”, if you want the
temperature higher or lower please turn the knob to

Warmer or colder setting accordingly.

When you turn the knob to colder which can lead to the more energy efficiency.
Otherwise, it would result the energyconsuming.

IMPORTANT! High ambient temperatures (e.g. on hot summer days) and a cold
setting on the temperature regulator (position “Colder”) can cause the compressor to run
continuously or even non-stop!

REASON: when the ambient temperature is high, the compressor must run
continuously to maintain the low temperature in the appliance.

The freezer compartment

The symbol means that your freezer will store frozen food at -18°C or colder allowing
for long term frozen-food storage and freezing of fresh food. The freezer temperature
is controlled automatically by the thermostat situated in the control panel. Due to the
different installations, methods of usage and weather conditions, adjustments to the
temperature settings may be required. These are best assessed against a temperature
reading on a thermometer buried in the frozen food. The reading must be taken quickly
as the thermometer temperature will rise rapidly after removal. Place the fresh food in
the top freezer drawer. Food may need rearranging to achieve this. During the freezing
process the temperature of fresh food should be reduced quickly so that ice crystals
are kept as small as possible to avoid damaging the structure of food. If freezing takes
place slowly large ice crystals form and these will affect the quality of food once it has
defrosted. Existing frozen food should be rearranged to leave space in the top two
drawers for freezing.

The packets to be frozen should be placed in the drawer in contact with the drawer
surface as far as possible and spaced apart to allow cold air to circulate between them.
They should not touch existing packets. If there is enough room, transfer the food you
have frozen to the baskets or drawers to allow you to freeze a further load in the top
drawer. Exceptionally large items can be stored by removing the drawer. Frozen food
should not be refrozen once it has thawed out. Do not remove items from the freezer if
your hands are damp/wet, as this could cause skin abrasions or “frost/freezer burns”.
For safety reasons, the freezer drawer are fitted with stops but are readily removed by
pulling them forward to the stop, then lifting the front and pulling all the way out. Refit by
reversing this procedure.

Frozen food storage
Pre-packed commercially frozen food should be stored in accordance with the
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manufacturer’s instructions for a 4 star frozen food compartment and should be put in
the freezer as soon as possible after purchase. Your freezer provides for long

term storage which generally means up to 3 months but the length of the time
can vary and it is important to follow the recommended times shown on packets of
commercially frozen food. Do not place sealed containers or carbonated liquids such
as fizzy drinks into the freezer as it creates pressure on the container which may cause
it to explode leading to damage to the freezer. Ice cubes and ice lollies should not be
consumed immediately after removal from the freezer as it may result in low temperature
skin abrasions.

Controlling the temperature

IMPORTANT! For optimum food preservation, we recommend that when you start
your refrigerator for the first time, the temperature for the freezer is set to -18°C. If you
want to change the temperature, follow the instructions below.

NOTE: High temperature setting will accelerate food waste.

CAUTION!

When you set a temperature, you set an average temperature for the whole refrigerator
cabinet. Temperatures inside compartment may vary from the temperatures displayed
on the panel, depending on how much food you store and where you place it. High or low
room temperature may also affect the actual temperature inside the appliance.

Mode
Super Freeze

Super Freeze will quickly lower the temperature within the freezer so food will freeze
faster. This can lock in the vitamins and nutrients of fresh food and keep food fresh
longer.

* Press “TEMP / Super freeze” button after 3 seconds to select the Super Freeze
function. The screen display “-24” and the indicator will be on.

e For the maximum amount of food to be frozen, several hours before placing fresh
food in the freezer compartment, switch on super freezing to prevent an unwanted
temperature rise.

e |f the freezing capacity according to the rating plate is to be used, switch on super
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freezing 24 hours before the fresh products are placed in the freezer compartment,
Super freeze automatically quit after 52h.

To switch off the “super freezing”, press the “TEMP / Super” freeze button. If super
freezing is switched off, the super indicator will shut off simultaneity, and the appliance
automatically switches to the temperature set prior to super freezing mode.

You can press the “TEMP / Super freeze” button to activate the mode to control the
freezer temperature. When you press the button continuously, the temperature will
be set as the following sequence.

Door Alarm

If the door of freezer is open for over 1 minutes, the door alarm will sound and the
indicator begin to flash. The buzzer will stop alarming by press “ALARM” button and
the indicator will be on but will stop flashing.

To save energy, please avoid keeping the door open for a long time when using the
appliance. The door alarm can be cleared by closing the door.

Helpful hints and tips

Hints for freezing
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To help you make the most of the freezing process, here are some important hints:
the maximum quantity of food which can be frozen in 24 hrs. is shown on the rating
plate;

the freezing process takes 24 hours. No further food to be frozen should be added
during this period;

only freeze top quality, fresh and thoroughly cleaned, foodstuffs;

prepare food in small portions to enable it to be rapidly and completely frozen and to
make it possible subsequently to thaw only the quantity required;

wrap up the food in aluminium foil or polythene and make sure that the packages are
airtight;

do not allow fresh, unfrozen food to touch food which is already frozen, thus avoiding
a rise in temperature of the latter;

lean foods store better and longer than fatty ones; salt reduces the storage life of
food;

water ices, if consumed immediately after removal from the freezer compartment,
can possibly cause the skin to be freeze burnt;

it is advisable to show the freezing in date on each individual pack to enable you
removal from the freezer compartment, can possibly cause the skin to be freeze
burnt;

keep tab of the storage time.

Hints for storage of frozen food
To obtain the best performance from this appliance, you should:

e Make sure that the commercially frozen foodstuffs were adequately stored by the
retailer.

e Be sure that frozen foodstuffs are transferred from the food store to the freezer in the
shortest possible time.

¢ Not open the door frequently or leave it open longer than absolutely necessary.
* Once defrosted, food deteriorates rapidly and cannot be refrozen.
* Do not exceed the storage period indicated by the food manufacture.

Cleaning and Defrosting of the freezer

Cleaning
For hygienic reasons the appliance interior, including interior accessories, should be
cleaned regularly.

& CAUTION! The appliance may not be connected to the mains during cleaning.
Danger of electrical shock! Before cleaning switch the appliance off and remove
the plug from the mains, or switch off or turn out the circuit breaker or fuse. Never
clean the appliance with a steam cleaner. Moisture could accumulate in electrical
components, danger of electrical shock! Hot vapors can lead to the damage of
plastic parts. The appliance must be dry before it is placed back into service.

& IMPORTANT! Ethereal oils and organic solvents can attack plastic parts, e.g.
lemon juice or the juice form orange peel, butyric acid, cleanser that contain acetic
acid.

Do not allow such substances to come into contact the appliance parts.

Do not use any abrasive cleaners.

Remove the food from the freezer. Store them in a cool place, well covered.

Switch the appliance off and remove the plug from the mains, or switch off or turn out

the circuit breaker of fuse.

* Clean the appliance and the interior accessories with a cloth and lukewarm water.
After cleaning wipe with fresh water and rub dry.

e Accumulation of dust at the condenser increases energy consumption. For this
reason carefully clean the condenser at the back of the appliance once a year with a
soft brush or a vacuum cleaner."

e After everything is dry place appliance back into service.
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Defrosting of the freezer
The freezer compartment, however, will become progressively covered with frost.
This should be removed.

& NEVER use sharp metal tools to scrape off frost from the evaporator as you could
damage it.

However, when the ice becomes very thick on the inner liner, complete defrosting
should be carried out as fellows:
e pull out the plug from the socket;

e remove all stored food, wrap it in several layers of newspaper and put it in a cool
place;

e keep the door open, and placing a basin underneath of the appliance to collect the
defrost water;

e when defrosting is completed, dry the interior thoroughly;
¢ replace the plug in the power socket to run the appliance again.

Troubleshooting

If you experience a problem with your appliance or are concerned that the appliance
is not functioning correctly, you can carry out some easy checks before calling for
service,please see below.

WARNING! Don’t try to repairthe appliance yourself. Ifthe problem persists after you
have made the checks mentioned below, contact a qualified electrician, authorized
service engineer or the shop where you purchased the product.

Problem Possible causes & Solutions
Appliance is not working Check whether the power cord is plugged into the
correctly power outlet properly.

Check the fuse or circuit of your power supply,
replace if necessary.

It is normal that the freezer is not operating during the
defrost cycle, or for a short time after the appliance is
switched on to protect the compressor.

Odours from the The interior may need to be cleaned
compartments Some food, containers or wrapping cause odours.
Noise from the appliance The sounds below are quite normal:

*Compressor running noises.

*Air movement noise from the small fan motor in the
freezer compartment or other compartments.
*Gurgling sound similar to water boiling.
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*Popping noise during automatic defrosting.
*Clicking noise before the compressor starts.

Other unusual noises are due to the reasons below
and may need you to check and take action:

*The cabinet is not level.
*The back of appliance touches the wall.
¢ Bottles or containers fallen or rolling.

The motor runs continuously

It is normal to frequently hear the sound of the
motor, it will need to run more when in following
circumstances:

eTemperature setting is set colder than necessary

eLarge quantity of warm food has recently been
stored within the appliance.

*The temperature outside the appliance is too high.

*Doors are kept open too long or too often.

eAfter your installing the appliance or it has been
switched off for a long time.

A layer of frost occurs in the
compartment

Check that the air outlets are not blocked by food and
ensure food is placed within the appliance to allow
sufficient ventilation. Ensure that door is fully closed.
To remove the frost, please refer to the “Cleaning and
care” chapter.

Temperature inside is too
warm

You may have left the doors open too long or too
frequently; or the doors are kept open by some
obstacle; or the appliance is located with insufficient
clearance at the sides, back and top.

Temperature inside is too cold

Increase the temperature by following the “Display
controls” chapter.

Doors can't be closed easily

Check whether the top ofthe refrigerator is tilted
back by10-15mm to allow the doors to self close,
or if something inside is preventing the doors from
closing.

Water drips on the floor

The water pan (located at the rear bottom ofthe
cabinet) may not be properly leveled, or the draining
spout(located underneath the top of the compressor
depot)may not be properly positioned to direct water
into this pan ,or the waterspout is blocked. You may
need to pull the refrigerator away from the wall to
check the pan and spout.
