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02 SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

These important safety precautions are critical part of the appliance.
Please read them all carefully before using the appliance for the first
time. You may keep the instructions for future reference or pass it to
other users. Always handle with care and warn other users the
potential danger.

WARNING!
Improper use of the appliance may result in injury.

* Make sure that the mains voltage stated on the rating plate
corresponds to the local electricity supply. Check the appliance for
mechanical damage. Do not use the appliance if any is found.

* The appliance is not recommended to be connected to the mains
using extension cords, splitters and adapters.

* In order to avoid overloading the electrical network, it is not
recommended to turn on several appliances with high power
consumption at the same time.

* The appliance is recommended to be connected to a grounded
outlet.

* Do not immerse the appliance in water or any liquids. Do not touch
it with wet hands.

* Keep the appliance and power cable away from high temperatures,
direct sunlight, moisture and other negative influences.

* Do not turn the appliance on if it was dropped, even if there is no
external damage, until it is inspected by a qualified specialist.

* Do not cover the plugged-in appliance with a towel or other object.
Do not place any foreign objects on the appliance.

03 INTENDED USE

The stand mixer is designed for slicing and blending various
products as well as for kneading dough.

The appliance is intended for residential and commercial use in

accordance with the intended use and safety precautions described in
the instruction manual.

04 BEFORE USE

* After storage or transportation at low temperatures, keep the
appliance in a warm room for two hours before turning it on.

* Remove all packaging materials from the appliance. Make sure that
the accessories of the appliance fit the description, and that the
appliance is not damaged.

* Wipe the body of the appliance with a damp cloth and wipe dry. Put
the appliance on a flat, stable surface.

* Wash the cup, lid, attachments and funnel with warm water and mild
detergent. Wipe it dry.

Assembling

1. Push on the unlocking lever (7) and raise the working arm (3).

2. Press the spring to slide the required attachment onto the shaft (9)
and turn it counterclockwise to lock.
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3. Place the bowl in the housing and turn it clockwise.

4. Place the ingredients in the bowl, do not put too much food inside
the bowl.

5. Lower the working arm using the locking lever.

6. Fit the splash guard cover (12) and the funnel (11).

7. Unwind and straighten the power cord. Connect the appliance to a
power supply with appropriate characteristics.




05 OPERATIONS

1. Turn the power switch (4) to the "ON" position, the display will show
speed "0" and time "00:00".

3. At the end of operation, set the speed to "0", turn the appliance off

and unplug it from the mains. Press the unlocking lever to raise the

working arm. Remove the bowl by turning it counterclockwise and take

the mixture out with a spatula. Clean the appliance in accordance with

the cleaning section.

* To avoid overheating, do not run the appliance for more
than 15 minutes continuously. Wait at least 1 minute before
turning the appliance on for the second time. After second
operation in a row let the appliance to cool down.

Selecting the speed and attachment
Turn the knob clockwise. The display will show speed "1" and the

attachment indicators C @ @ to indicate which attachment is
recommended to be used at that speed. The timer will start counting
the operation time. Set the speed. A total of 8 speeds are available.
From the 4th speed onwards, the indicator for the dough hook will go
out. The flat beater and whisk can be used at all speeds.

Refer to the table below when selecting the speed and attachment:

3-6 cookies, doughnuts), as well as for pancakes,
Whisk () meringue, cake mixes and shortcrust pastry.

For kneading airy doughs, whipping cream,
7-8 Whisk () whipping egg whites, preparing sauces, glazes and
milkshakes.

Note: if the coupler cover is removed, the attachment indicators
will go out and the appliance will stop. Speed adjustment will be
limited to 3rd speed.

Adjusting the operation timer

To turn the timer display off, turn the knob clockwise and hold for

3 seconds. The timer will run in the background mode; the speed will
not change. To reactivate the display, turn the knob clockwise again
and hold for 3 seconds. The display will show the current operating
time. To reset the timer, turn counterclockwise and hold for 3 seconds.
The display will show "00:00" and the running time will restart.

The speed will not change.

The timer will be automatically reset when the total running time
reaches "60:00". EN 8



Overheat protection

The appliance is equipped with overheating protection. If the motor
overheats, the “H"” warning will light up on the display and the
appliance will stop automatically. Turn the power switch to the "OFF”
position, disconnect the appliance from the mains and allow it to cool
down.

06 CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Before cleaning the appliance, always unplug it and wait until it has
cooled down. Clean it after each use.

* Wipe the housing with a slightly damp cloth or sponge, without use
of abrasive detergents. Do not immerse the housing and the power
cord in water or other liquids.

® Remove the bowl and rinse with warm water and mild detergent. Do
not use steel sponges, metal brushes or bleach products. Use vinegar
to remove limescale. You can wash the bowl in the dishwasher.

* The attachments, splash guard cover, funnel and coupler cap are not
dishwasher-proof. To clean these parts of dough residue, put them in
warm water, then clean them with the special brush. Rinse in clean
water.

* Dry all parts of the appliance thoroughly before storing it or before
using it again.

* Store the appliance in a cool, dark place out of the childrens’ reach.
When storing the appliance, make sure that the power cord is not
tangled or pinched. Do not wrap the power cord around the appliance.

07 TRANSPORT AND STORAGE

* Store the appliance in a clean, closed, dry room at an ambient
temperature between 5 and 40 °C and a relative humidity of no more
than 70 %.

* Transportation of the device can be carried out by all means of
transport, in accordance with the rules for the carriage of goods.
