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01 SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Read this instruction manual carefully before using the appliance.

Keep this manual, receipt, packing box and, if possible, other pack-
|.l| ing elements. The manufacturer and distributor shall not be liable
—==l| for any damage or malfunction of the appliance or for any damage

resulting from improper or unintended use of the appliance.

A Caution: Danger of fire!

e Regularly check the appliance and its cable for mechanical damage
and do not use the appliance if any damage is detected.

e Before using the appliance, make sure that the operating voltage of
the appliance matches the mains voltage.

e Connectthe appliance to an earthed socket.

e Connect the appliance only to an AC power source. Consult a profes-
sional for installation.

® |t is not recommended to connect the appliance to the mains using
extension cords, power strips and adapters.

e To avoid overloading the electrical network, it is not recommended to
connect several appliances with high power consumption at the same
time.

* Do not connect the appliance to the power supply until the installation
is complete.

e Do not use the appliance for other than its intended use.
e Do not use the appliance outdoors.

e Do not use the appliance in areas where aerosols are sprayed or flam-
mable liquids are present.

e Do not place the appliance near sources of water or other liquids, or
near heating or radiators.

e Protect the appliance and power cord from high temperatures, direct
sunlight, dampness and other adverse effects.

e Do notturn on the appliance if it has fallen, even if there is no external
damage, until it has been examined by a specialist. Contact a special-
ized service.

e Make sure that the mains cable of the appliance does not come into
contact with hot surfaces or sharp objects.

e Disconnectthe appliance from the mains after use and during cleaning
or maintenance.

e When unplugging the appliance, hold the plug and do not pull on the
cable.
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The appliance is notintended for use by children, physically or mentally
challenged persons, or persons lacking in experience and knowledge,
without prior training, instruction or supervision by persons responsi-
ble for their safety.

Do not allow children to play with the appliance, accessories, box and
other packaging to avoid injury or suffocation.

If the cable is damaged, the appliance must not be used.

Do not repair or modify the appliance yourself. Repairs to the appli-
ance must only be carried out by a specialist service center. If the pow-
er cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, the ser-
vice department or similarly qualified personnel to avoid danger.

Take care when transporting the appliance as it is quite heavy.

Before moving the appliance, remove all food, secure the door with
adhesive tape and remove all shelves and drawers. Screw in the level-
ing feet as far as they will go.

Do not hold the door handles, the open door, or any protruding parts
such as the condenser grille on the back of the appliance, or touch the
compressor system during installation and handling.

Do not tilt the appliance more than 45° in relation to the surface during
installation and handling. If this situation occurs, wait at least four hours
before connecting the appliance to the mains.

The appliance must be installed in such a way that the socket is easily
accessible.

To prevent electric shock, do not touch the refrigerator and a naturally
grounded appliance (gas stove, heating radiator, etc.) at the same time.

The refrigerator uses R600a refrigerant - natural gas, which is not harm-
ful to the environment but is flammable, therefore, it is necessary to
observe additional precautions.

In case of a domestic gas leak, shut off the gas supply, then open doors
and windows. Do not unplug the appliance or other electrical appli-
ances from the socket.

Do not remove ice and frost with sharp objects to avoid damaging the
cooling circuit.

Do not store alkalis, acids, unsealed medicines, hot and explosive sub-
stances or objects (e.g. aerosol cans) in the appliance. Do not store
liquids contained in bottles, aluminum cans or glass containers in the
freezer compartment - glass or aluminum cans may crack due to frost.

Do not place excessive amounts of food or hot food in the appliance.
Allow food to cool to room temperature before placing it in the freezer
compartment.

Do not allow table salt to get on the shelves of the freezer compart-
ment.
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Vegetable oils and fats must not come into contact with the plastic parts
of the appliance or the door seal (as these parts may become porous).

Do not place food close to the back of the refrigerator compartment as
it may freeze.

Do not open the door too often, especially in hot weather, or leave it
open for long periods of time.

Do not stick your fingers in the gaps between the door and the appli-
ance body.

Do not slam the appliance door. To avoid tearing the seal, open the
appliance only by the handles.

Store food according to the manufacturer’s instructions. It is not recom-
mended to defrost or re-freeze food.

Do not place heavy objects on the appliance.

If the refrigeration system leaks, ventilate the room well and do not use
an open flame.

At least once a year, use a soft dry brush or a vacuum cleaner to remove
dust from the construction elements located at the back of the appli-
ance, having first unplugged the mains plug from the socket.

Unplug the appliance from the mains when:
— cleaning the floor underneath the appliance;

— cleaning the appliance inside and outside, defrosting the freezer
compartment;

— disconnecting the mains voltage;
— when you are away for a long period of time.

WARNING!

In order to ensure fire safety as well as stable operation of the appli-
ance during its lifetime:

Do not obstruct the ventilation openings located in the appliance
casing.

Do not use mechanical devices or other means to accelerate the
defrosting process other than those recommended by the manu-
facturer.

Do not damage the refrigerant circuit.

Do not connect the appliance to an electrical system with defec-
tive overcurrent protection.

Do not use electrical appliances inside food storage compartments ex-
cept those recommended by the manufacturer.
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e Do not use adapters, additional outlets or extension cords for con-
nection, which may cause the appliance to catch fire and prema-
ture failure of the appliance’s automation system.

e Do notreplace wiring elements with the help of unauthorized per-
sons.

e Do not operate the appliance beyond its service life (further op-
eration is possible only after replacing all wiring elements of the
appliance).

02 CLIMATE CLASS

The climate class is marked on a sticker on the appliance’s housing and indi-
cates the temperature range in which the appliance should be used.

The appliance may only be used within its climatic class (specified in the
technical data of the appliance) in kitchen areas with relative humidity not
exceeding 70 %. Operation at temperatures outside the climatic class range
may result in damage to the appliance.

The refrigerator may not be able to maintain the desired temperature if the
outside temperature does not correspond to the climatic class of the appli-
ance.

Do not operate the appliance at sub-zero ambient temperatures.

03 INTENDED USE

The refrigerator is designed for cooling and storing fresh food products in
the fridge compartment, as well as for making food ice, freezing and long-
term storage of frozen food products in the freezer compartment. The appli-
ance should not be used to store blood, medicines, biological products, etc.

This appliance is intended for use in domestic and similar environments:

— instaff kitchen areas in stores, offices and other industrial environments;

— in farm buildings and customers in hotels, motels and other residential
type environments;

— in bed-and-breakfast settings;
— in catering and similar non-commercial environments.

INSTALLING

After storing or transporting the appliance in a low temperature environ-

ment, keep it at room temperature for at least 8 hours in its packaging in an

upright position before switching it on.

Remove the packaging from the unit, and remove the accessories from

the packaging. Wash the accessories and the appliance with warm wa-
ter: the outer part with soap and water detergent and the inner parts
with baking soda solution. Then dry the appliance inside and outside
with a soft cloth and air it thoroughly.

The appliance should be operated in non-residential (kitchen) premis-
es; itis not recommended to install the refrigerator in bedrooms. Note
that the refrigerator operation is accompanied by functional noises
and sounds.

Find the place of installation of the appliance. It should be installed

away from heat source and direct sunlight, at least 50 cm away from

heating devices: gas and electric stoves, ovens and heating radiators.
Install the appliance on a solid, level surface. Avoid places with high
humidity and places where splashes can reach, e.g. from rain.
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e The place should be well ventilated, with enough space around the
refrigerator. Be sure to allow air to circulate around the appliance - at
least 5 cm from the back of the appliance and at least 10 cm from the
sides. Make sure that the doors can be opened freely. Refer to the val-
ues below when installing the refrigerator:

e When installing the appliance, level it using the front adjustable feet.
e |nstall the accessories and connect the appliance to the mains.

WARNING!

e Do not use abrasive cleaners or products containing acids and sol-
vents to clean the appliance.

e The refrigerator must not come into contact with metal sinks, water,
heating, sewerage and gas supply pipes, or other metal grounded
utilities.

Note: if the appliance is placed on a carpet or soft flooring, the height of the
front feet should be re-adjusted after the appliance has been standing for a
few hours.

07 OPERATION

The appliance is divided into four compartments: fridge compartment with
three freshness zones and a freezer compartment. When the door is opened,
the backlight is automatically switched on. The refrigerator is also equipped
with a control panel, with which you can precisely control and adjust the tem-
perature of each compartment and set different operating modes.

The efficiency of the inverter compressor automatically adjusts to the am-
bient and set temperatures to keep the appliance running at its optimum
performance.

Select the compartment to accommodate food according to the expected
shelf life and storage conditions indicated on the product packaging.
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If the door is opened for more than 3 minutes, the appliance will beep. To
stop the alarm, close the door or press any button.

WARNING!

e Turn the refrigerator on for the first time without loading food. Be-
fore filling the appliance with any fresh or frozen food, let it run
for 2-4 hours to make sure that it works properly and that the tem-
perature reaches the required level.

e The liquid and gases circulating in a refrigerator’s sealed cooling
system may make some noises, both when the compressor is run-
ning and after it is shut off. You may also hear slight crackling of
materials under the influence of temperature deformations, clicks
of temperature regulator operation. This does not constitute a mal-
function.

Enable/disable lock function

When there is no activity for more than 3 minutes, the control panel automat-
ically enters the lock mode @ to prevent accidental pressing. To deactivate/
activate the lock, press and hold for 3 seconds OK/3s to unlock.

ECO mode

In ECO mode, the appliance operates in the most efficient mode: the fridge
compartment maintains a temperature of 5 °C and the freezer compartment
is set to -18 °C. The temperature in both compartments cannot be adjusted.

To activate the mode, press the FUNCTION button until the ECO indicator
flashes on the display, then press OK within 5 seconds.

To exit the mode, activate Fast Freezing or Fast Cooling mode or press the
FUNCTION button until the icon of "ECQO”" is flickering, then press OK within
5 seconds.

Fast Cooling mode

Fast Cooling mode allows food to be cooled quickly and evenly in the fridge

compartment at a temperature of 2 °C. Temperature adjustment is not avail-
able.

In this mode the refrigerator power consumption increases significantly,
therefore the appliance will automatically exit the mode after 8 hours after its
activation.

To activate the mode, press the FUNCTION button until the Fast Cooling in-
dicator lights up, then press OK within 5 seconds.

To exit the mode, activate the ECO mode or press the FUNCTION button
until the icon of “Fast Cooling” is flickering, then press OK within 5 seconds.
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Fast Freezing mode

This mode allows to preserve the nutritional properties of frozen food, with
the food completely frozen in the shortest possible time. The temperature is
maintained at -32 °C. Temperature adjustment is not available.

In this mode the energy consumption of the refrigerator increases signifi-
cantly, therefore the appliance will automatically exit the mode in 26 hours
after its activation.

To activate the mode, press the FUNCTION button until the Fast Freezing
indicator lights up, then press OK within 5 seconds.

To exit the mode, activate the ECO mode or press the FUNCTION but-
ton until the icon of “Fast Freezing” is flickering, then press OK within 5
seconds.

Setting the temperature in the fridge compartment

Press the FRIDGE button to select the desired temperature: 5 °C = 6 °C -
7°C>8°C>0OF—>2°C—>3°C->4°C~->5°C,then press OK within 5 sec-
onds. In the OF position, the refrigerator compartment and freshness zones
will be turned off.

Setting the temperature in the freezer compartment

Press the FRIDGE button to select the desired temperature: -18 °C = -17 °C
- -16°C>-24°C > -23°C—>-22°C~>-21°C—->-20°C—->-19°C~>-18°C.
Then press OK within 5 seconds.

Setting the fresh zones

In the lower part of the fridge compartment there
are two crisper drawers designed to keep vege-
tables, fruits, herbs, as well as meat and fish fresh
thanks to the high humidity. The drawers can be
removed from the refrigerator if necessary.

To maximize efficiency, the lower drawer can be
set to one of three additional modes with the op-  CARE+ | Dt L
timal temperature depending on the type of food. ~ drawer—j

Press the CARE+ button to select the appropriate
mode in the following order: Vegetables = Fruit
— Chill = Vegetables, then press OK within 5 sec-
onds.

Note: the fresh zone setting is not available when
the fridge compartment is switched off.

Vegetables mode is suitable for storing vegetables and herbs.

Fruit mode is suitable for storing fruits and berries.
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Chill mode is suitable for storing fresh meat and fish.

If needed, the humidity level in all drawers can be adjusted using a special
switch in the drawers.

Memory function

When the mains power is cut off, the appliance remembers the last settings
and they will be automatically activated when power is restored.

Compressor protection

To protect against breakdown in the event of a short-term power failure (less
than 5 minutes), the compressor will start after a 5-minute delay after the
mains power is restored.

Alarm when the upper critical temperature point in the freezer compart-
ment is reached

If the temperature in the freezer compartment rises above -10 °C during a
prolonged power failure, the freezer compartment indicators on the display
will flash. Press any button to display the current freezer temperature.

08 STORAGE

Fridge compartment

The fridge compartment is used for cooling, short-term storage of fresh and
cooked foods, as well as eggs, vegetables, fruit and beverages. Cool foods
to room temperature before placing them in the cold room. Store foods that
have a specific odor or that absorb odors easily in a packaged container on
the door shelf. Adjust the height of the shelves according to your preference.

Vegetables, fruits, herbs, fresh meat and fish should be stored in crisper
drawers.

The temperature inside the fridge compartment depends on the location of
the appliance, the ambient temperature, the number of products stored and
how often the doors are opened.

Freezer compartment

The freezer compartment is designed for freezing and long-term storage of
frozen food and making ice. Before freezing, it is recommended to divide
the food into small portions and pack them.

Do not store fresh fruits and vegetables that are sensitive to cold in the freez-
er compartment.

Cold-sensitive fruits and vegetables such as citrus fruits, cucumbers, toma-
toes, peppers, zucchini, eggplants, bananas, etc., as well as non-freezer-sen-
sitive fruits and vegetables etc., as well as unripe fruits. Do not put glass con-
tainers or jars with liquid in the freezer - they may explode when the liquid
freezes.
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Do not store commercially frozen food products longer than recommended
by the manufacturer of these products (indicated on the package). The fol-
lowing storage times are recommended for home-frozen foods:

up to three months for fatty and salty foods;
up to six months for cooked foods and foods with low fat content;
up to one year for lean foods.

In case of power failure for more than 16 hours, defrosted products should
be quickly consumed or cooked, and after cooling down, refreezed.

Keep the appliance doors open as little as possible.

It is recommended that the shelves in the fridge compartment and the
door shelves are evenly spaced for proper air circulation. You may re-
move shelves and drawers if necessary, but using these shelves pro-
vides the most efficient energy consumption.

Adjust the temperature in the fridge compartment as the ambient tem-
perature changes.

Pack food thoroughly and wipe containers dry before placing them
in the appliance. This will help reduce ice buildup.

Do not line drawers with aluminum foil, waxed paper or paper towels.
Such linings interfere with cold air circulation and reduce cooling effi-
ciency.

Remove as much food as you need at a time and close the refrigerator
door as soon as possible.

CLEANING AND MAINTENACE

Always unplug the appliance before cleaning.
Avoid getting moisture on the control panel during cleaning.

Wipe dust off the appliance and the surface on which it stands to en-
sure proper ventilation.

To clean the housing, use a neutral cleaner, then wipe with a clean soft
cloth.To clean the seals, use only clean warm water, then wipe with a soft
cloth. Never use rough brushes or abrasive materials, boiling water or
acidic products: they may damage the refrigerator inside and outside.

To avoid unpleasant odor, clean the inside of the appliance with a weak
solution of baking soda and then rinse with warm water using a soft
sponge or cloth.

Do not pour water on the appliance during cleaning to avoid short cir-
cuits or electric shocks. Do not use hard or abrasive materials, alcohol,
flammable or toxic liquids when cleaning.

Before washing the shelves, remove them from the refrigerator. After
washing, dry them and put them back in place.



e The condenser grille on the back of the refrigerator (depends on the
model) can be cleaned with a vacuum cleaner using the brush attach-
ment.

e If you go away for a long period of time (for example, on vacation),
store only the products whose shelf life allows you to do so.

e |f the ambient air humidity is high, condensation may form on the sur-
face of the appliance. Wipe it off with a soft, dry cloth.

e If you decide to cut off the power from the appliance, remove all food,
clean the fridge and freezer compartments following the cleaning rec-
ommendations and leave the doors ajar to prevent unpleasant odors.

Defrosting

The refrigerator is equipped with Total No Frost system, so no frost forms on
the walls and no defrosting is required. You only need to clean the inside and
outside of the appliance from time to time.

Maintenance

The refrigerator must be serviced by an authorized service center; only orig-
inal spare parts should be used for repairs. To replace the light bulb, also
contact an authorized service center. Do not attempt to repair the appllance
yourself. Repairs made by an incompetent person may cause injury or seri-
ous malfunction.
