Power on
To turn on the headphone, press and hold the MFB Button, until the Bluetooth
LED blinks blue.

Power off

When headphone turn on, press and hold the MFB button until the Bluetooth LED
blinks red, the headphones is now turned off.

Battery charging

The headphone’s battery must be recharged before use.
Headphone’s battery must be charged with the micro-USB cable included in
package as accessory.

Connect the micro-USB in the cable to the appropriate charging port of the
headphone, and the USB plug on the other end to a USB port on a computer or
wall charger.

When recharging begins, the LED indicator on the headphone will light red.

Full recharging requires about three hours; when recharging is completed, the
Red LED indicator will turn Blue.

When the battery is approaching depletion, sound of “Battery low” will be heard
in the headphone at 5-minutes intervals.

Note

« Battery recharging time and using time may vary depend on ambient
temperature and frequency of use.

- Do not place metal objects near the headphone’s charging port, since
dangerous electrical shorts or abnormal heating may occur.

Playing Music

To use the wireless headphone to listen to music from a Bluetooth device, you
must firstly perform pairing with the Bluetooth device which use the A2DP audio
profile.

Pair headphone with Bluetooth devices

1. Please control the distance between the Bluetooth headphones and your
mobile phone (or other device used for connection). Make sure it is within 1 meter.
2. Hold MFB button until you hear Power on. The blue LED indicator flashing one
time, and then enter the pairing mode (the LED flashing blue and red quickly)

3. When in the paring mode, if pairing is not completed within 5 minutes, the
headphone will automatically turn off.

4. Turn on the Bluetooth device you wish to pair with, and keep it within one
meter range of headphone. Search for the pairing name «Lyambda LTW200>» in
your device pairing list.

5. Select/click pairing name «Lyambda LTW200» till you hear voice “collected”

Notes:

When the headphone has already paired with a device, it will automatically
connect when both device and headphone powered on and stay within 1m. If you
want to pair with another device, you have to disconnect the Bluetooth
connection from the first device. And the headphone will search for another
device and later paired.

Pairing the headphones via NFC (One
Touch Pairing)

The headphones are equipped with an NFC module that allows instant
connection of the headphones to a new device.

1. Make sure your device has an NFC module and that it is turned on.
2. Turn on the headphones and look for the NFC mark on the headphones.
3. Touch the back of the phone to the NFC mark on the headphones.

4. The devices should automatically connect, and then you will hear a notification
that the headphones are connected to the device.

Wear sensor

The headphone wear sensor allows you to significantly increase energy
efficiency and usability. The built-in sensor automatically pauses the headphones
and turns off Active Noise Cancellation (ANC) when you remove them from your
head and starts them up again when you wear them.

In case you prefer that the removal sensor does not activate automatically, you
have the possibility to turn this function off. There is a special combination of
button presses for this. You can disable or enable the tilt sensor by holding down
the "N" button and "Volume +" at the same time for 2-3 seconds, after which a
beep will sound. To turn the sensor on again, repeat the operation.
